Children have participated in a wide range of activities such as netball, football, cricket, badminton, tennis, archery, gymnastics, dance and athletics.

Cheshire Cricket provided sessions for KS1 and KS2 children, which were also used as CPD for teachers increasing their confidence, knowledge and skills in teaching PE and sport.



All pupils (Pre-school – Y6) were active and involved. All pupils were celebrated for taking part and having a go.



We increased the engagement of pupils, raised the profile of PE and sport across the school and offered a broader and more equal experience of a range of sports and physical activities to all pupils.





Many children took part who have not represented or taken part in school activities before. 

Children were able to access all of the activities and engage in a broad range of activities.

Children in KS2 took part in swimming lessons within school courtesy of a ‘pop up’ pool. Less able swimmers were able to have additional lessons to enable further practice.

Children within KS2 have been able to regularly participate in competitions. Some competitions were league formats which were held over multiple weeks whereas others were one-off competitions. This year, we reached the county finals in basketball and cricket.

Cheshire cricket have agreed to provide sessions and CPD for a term in Spring 2025. We will also be providing a cricket after school club which will be ran by Cheshire Cricket.










During our Olympics day, the children from Reception to Year 6 participated in 4- sessions throughout the day. The children participated in a variety of activities which were led by specialists. The activities included rugby, football, netball, gymnastics, martial arts, an obstacle course, archery, curling, athletics and goal ball.


This event was held within the trust. 

Next steps: To continue to link with other Trust schools to organise and attend events.


Every child within KS2 was given the opportunity to practise their swimming.

Next steps: Due to cost implications and demographics, during the next academic year the school will use a local facility in Summer term.
